* Drowsiness

* Physical Agitation

* Poor Decision Making

* Nausea/Vomiting

* Mood Swings

* Euphoria (Feeling High)

* Irritability

e Physical withdrawal symptoms including sweating, chills, diarrhea, pain, insomnia, nausea and vomiting

What are the symptoms of an overdose? (If you think someone has overdosed; call 911 immediately)
* Unresponsive

* Slow breathing or no breathing at all

* Slow pulse or no pulse

* Vomiting
